Because of Susan’s passion for the arts, this scholarship has been developed to recognize creativity in gifted students.

NCAGT believes that the Susan Keel Lamar Scholarship inspires children to achieve to their fullest potential in the area of the arts, highlights high-ability students, and draws attention to the educational needs of our nation’s gifted and talented students.

Applicants must be enrolled in grades K – 12 during the 20101– 2012 school year.

Applicants may demonstrate creativity in the area of the arts, either visual or performing.

The award consists of a $500 U.S. savings bond and an NCAGT Certificate of Excellence.

NOMINATION PROCEDURE
Nomination Procedure
1. Nominations may be made by any NCAGT member, including self-nominations and nominations from parents, teachers, students, and community and civic groups.  .

2. The complete application packet must be postmarked by December 16, 2011.
Nomination Criteria 

1. Students must be enrolled in grades K – 12 at the time of nomination.

2. Outstanding student creativity must be in visual or performing arts.

3.  Student applicants must submit an essay describing 

(a) the activity or interest area for which the student is being nominated

(b) how the student got interested/involved in the arts

(c) what inspiration the activity has had on the student and on others

(d) how the student’s future plans and goals have been affected by this activity or interest           area.

(e) who or what has influenced the student in the area of the arts?

4. Applications must include at least one letter of recommendation from someone other than a nominee’s family member, explaining why the student nominee is deserving of the award, what sets him or her apart from other students, and how the nominee is impacting others.  
Selection Criteria

The following areas will be scored based on the following criteria:

1.  Future Plans

2. Influence on Others

3. Creativity and Ingenuity

4. Involvement in The Arts
Submission to NCAGT
1. Fully completed Student Selection Form (See attached). 

2. Student composition that addresses the candidate’s achievements and aspirations (maximum 750 words).

3. Letter(s) of recommendation.

4. Current photo of the student (no photocopies – standard size school photo preferable).

5. A signed release form completed by a parent or guardian, including student’s social security number (must have to purchase savings bond).

Incomplete applications will not be considered by the selection committee.
