Sample Articles of Incorporation for 501(c)(3) PAGE Chapter

PURPOSE

The purposes for which the corporation is organized are:

(i)
To support and encourage the development and education of gifted students;

(ii)
To promote and maintain an understanding of the characteristics and needs of, and provisions for, gifted persons on the part of Partners, teachers, school officials, gifted persons themselves and others;

(iii)
To foster appropriate educational responses to, and opportunities for, gifted students at home, in school and in the larger community;

(iv)
To support and encourage the well-being of Partners, teachers, school officials and others who are directly involved in facilitating the development and education of gifted persons;

(v)
To support and encourage the well-being of other PAGE Chapters and the North Carolina Association for the Gifted and Talented, Inc. (NCAGT);

(vi)
To carry out the corporation's purpose of advancing the development and education of gifted students by engaging in any lawful activities and exercising any powers allowed by law in furtherance of the corporation's purpose of advancing the development and education of gifted students; provided, however, that nothing may be done in contravention of the express limitations contained in the Prohibited Activities below.

MEMBERS

The corporation shall have members and shall have no capital stock. The members of the corporation shall be as provided in the Bylaws of the corporation.

DIRECTORS

The number, manner of election or appointment, the qualifications and the term of directors shall be as set forth in the Bylaws of the corporation adopted by the directors. Such provisions shall not be in conflict with the provisions and requirements of Chapter 55A of the General Statutes of North Carolina (or the corresponding provision of any future North Carolina Statutes).

PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES

No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable to, its members, directors, officers, or other private persons except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of purposes set forth in these articles of incorporation. No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other provisions of these articles, the corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Code.

DISTRIBUTIONS UPON DISSOLUTION

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the corporation, dispose of all of the assets of the corporation in accordance with the provisions of Article 7 of Chapter 55A of the General Statutes of North Carolina, to the North Carolina Association for the Gifted and Talented, Inc., if it is then in existence and is tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(4), and if not, exclusively for the purposes of the corporation in such manner or to such organization or organizations organized and operated for substantially the same purposes as this corporation or exclusively for educational purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501(c)(3) or 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law), as the Board of Directors shall determine.

MEMBERS

The corporation shall have members and shall have no capital stock. The members of the corporation shall be as provided in the Bylaws of the corporation.

DIRECTORS

The number, manner of election or appointment, the qualifications and the term of directors shall be as set forth in the Bylaws of the corporation adopted by the directors. Such provisions shall not be in conflict with the provisions and requirements of Chapter 55A of the General Statutes of North Carolina (or the corresponding provision of any future North Carolina Statutes).

PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES

No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable to its members, directors, officers, or other private persons, except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth above. The corporation shall be organized and operated exclusively for the promotion of social welfare and not for profit. Notwithstanding any other provisions of these articles, the corporation shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

DISTRIBUTIONS UPON DISSOLUTION

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the corporation, dispose of all of the assets of the corporation in accordance with the provisions of Article 7 of Chapter 55A of the General Statutes of North Carolina, to the North Carolina Association for the Gifted and Talented, Inc., if it is then in existence and is tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(4), and if not, exclusively for the purposes of the corporation in such manner or to such organization or organizations organized and operated for substantially the same purposes as this corporation or exclusively for educational purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501(c)(3) or 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law), as the Board of Directors shall determine.
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
